The Concerto for Two Pianos and Orchestra was commissioned by Melbourne ensemble Corpus Medicorum. From a formal perspective, this piece observes various conventions of traditional concerto form, including a first movement in sonata form, and a final movement in a variant of sonata-rondo form. The second movement is a fast-paced jazz-inspired scherzo, as a substitute for what would more traditionally be a slow second movement. As such, the opening movement of the concerto features some of the most lyrical and unhurried music of the piece. The opening and closing movements are in E-flat major, while the scherzo oscillates between E major and E-flat minor. From a stylistic standpoint, the piece takes a wide variety of musical influences as its inspiration, offering an eclectic and light-hearted take on the concerto genre.
